Menu of Outcomes for Mentoring Programs
· Improved grade in subject area of tutoring (only if program has proven ability to collect report cards from parents or schools, and ability to analyze data).
· Improvements on assessments administered independently by program to assess level of student’s work and progress over course of tutoring in a particular subject.
· Regular or improved homework completion.
· Acquired/improved critical thinking skills.
· Acquired/increased knowledge of subject.
· Acquired/increased relevant skill (i.e. skill that program is trying to teach).
· Improved self-confidence.
· Improved self-esteem.
· Improved attitude toward and/or connection to school.
· Increased engagement in learning process.
· Improved cultural identity or increased connection to culture of origin.
· Acquired/improved leadership skills.
· Increased positive social behaviors (either at the program or in other arenas).
· Self-report of decreased sexual activity. 

· Self-report of decreased use of alcohol and other drugs.
· Increased knowledge of nutrition and healthy behaviors.
· Improved fitness.
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
